The FY 2020 Consolidated Appropriations Act passed on December 20, 2019
The bill provides the USPTO with $3.45B for FY 2020 and requires that:

— Any amount received in excess of the FY 2020 appropriated amount will be deposited in the Patent
and Trademark Fee Reserve Fund (PTFRF)

—  $2M shall be transferred to the OIG account for carrying out investigations and audits related to the
USPTO

USPTO received congressional approval to transfer fees from the Patent and

Trademark Fee Reserve Fund to its Salaries and Expenses account on January 8,
2020

— The transferred amount is $28.7M
